Local. The averageyield of this variety is
2.90 kg chali/palm/year. The variety was
released for commercial cultivation in the
coastal areas of Karnataka and Kerala in
the year 1972 under the name ‘Mangala'

b. VTLAH-2: Vittal Arecanut Hybrid-2

Vittal Arecanut Hybrid-2, involving
Hirehalli Dwarf (female parent) and
Mohitnagar (male parent) is dwarf in
plant habit and was recommended for
release during 2007. Medium thick stem
with super imp d des, red d
canopy size, well spread leaves,
drooping crown, medium sized oval
nuts, early stabilization in yield and high
recovery of chali (28.53%) are the striking
features of this hybrid. The average chali
yield of this hybrid is 2.64 kg/palm/year.
This variety is recommended for
commercial cultivation in Karnataka.
